	Following a successful pilot in 2021, Yuva Surrey has been established to provide dedicated support to families across Surrey experiencing child to parent violence and abuse (CAPVA). Funded by Surrey County Council and the Surrey Police and Crime Commissioners, this service adopts a whole-family approach to address and mitigate the impacts of CAPVA.
Yuva Surrey provides:
· Professional consultations, including guidance, and case-specific advice to support practitioners with the skills necessary to work with families affected by CAPVA.
· Group programmes for parents and carers experiencing CAPVA to foster healthy communication, reduce stigma, and restore safety in the home.
· Tailored interventions for young people aged 11–18 (up to 25 with additional needs) who have exhibited violent or abusive behaviour towards their parents or carers. These interventions are delivered in schools, community venues and locations across Surrey and focus on behavioural change, while ensuring parent/carer engagement is integral to the process to maintain safety and accountability.
Referral Process:
Referrals to Yuva Surrey can be made by professionals working with the family, as well as through self-referral by parents or carers. Consent from both the parent and the young person is required for a referral to be processed.

	NAMED study- Nursing and Midwifery professionals’ Experiences of Domestic abuse (NAMED) study will explore the domestic abuse experiences and support needs of nurses, midwives and healthcare support workers across the UK.
Research shows that nurses, midwives and healthcare support workers are even more likely to experience domestic abuse than the general population and rarely feel able to seek support. Almost 90% of survivors working in healthcare say they face barriers to disclosure and seek help at work, with the available support lacking visibility, and being limited to short-term practical help.
The RCN Foundation has funded Dr Alison Gregory to carry out the NAMED study which will explore the domestic abuse experiences and support needs of nurses, midwives, and healthcare support workers across the UK.  
The aim of the research is to create greater recognition of the issue and make tangible recommendations for action to ensure that healthcare staff experiencing domestic abuse get the support they need, at the point when they need it most.

	Private Fostering

	Private fostering often begins informally, when a child is cared for by someone who isn’t their parent or a close relative for 28 days or more. This might include a young person staying with a family friend while a parent is unwell, or an international student living with a host family over the holidays.

Health professionals are well placed to notice these arrangements, especially during routine appointments or safeguarding discussions. Reporting private fostering ensures children are safe, carers are supported, and families stay connected. It helps prevent vulnerable children in informal arrangements from going unnoticed, ensuring they receive the care and oversight they deserve.

By law, these arrangements must be reported to the local authority

We have had 6 years of funding from DWP to deliver a programme to reduce parental conflict, grant was funded by the DWP as research  shows there is often increased parental conflict in workless households.

Each year we have applied for the grant and succeeded in our application. Spend on the grant is closely monitored by DWP and the programme of delivery is approved by a grants panel within DWP.

In February 2025 the Grant application by the DWP asked local authorities to consider 3 priority areas for focus during 25/26 Surrey succeeded in applying for the full grant allocation of £65,462. this builds

We have a multi agency steering group and they agreed to these 3 themes using data from the Supporting Families Outcomes framework, professional and family feedback.

DWP presented finding from the Challenge Fund Project which looked addressing unresolved parental conflict.  Surrey selected one of the 10 national programmes to take forward. 

The grant is also used for coordination of the programme. Likely this will be the last year of funding so the aim is to maximise what we have to leave a sustainable offer of resources and support.
